The finest sallplane, from many points of view, was undpubtedly
the HES-1. In fairness to its designers, they claim this to be a
test bed rather than & sallplane for its own sake,, It is a very
interesting plege of engineering, and must be just about the cléanest
gercdynamic device ever flown. The performance is corresporndingly
impressive to wateh, but the high wing loading seemed to be a con-
siderable handlcap in this English summer, The taill parachute appesared
to be of dubioas value: 1t was not very affective as a brake, and
since its effect could not be varled, opening it on the appreoach had a
certain gir of finality. The accuracy and finish of the surfaces
were superb, and the bending ailerons seemed to work quite well,

In & different fashion, the Italian "Lo S5pillco" was also
outstanding, The wing, with an aspect ratio of 30, locked ineredibl.y
flexible, but survived guite well, However, it had-an infernally
stupid lending skid, which stopped four feei from the nose, -Inevit—
ably, the nose got Inocked off in a cornfield,

Anpther expensive prototype was Pirat Gehriger's WLH-II, +
which I was prevailed upon to fly to assess the contrels and :
stability, Again, the acmracy aud finish of bhe sarTaces Was !
superb, but the cousliuction was excessively heavy, the mechanics
tortucas to g degree and the handling poor.
